I wish to submit an original article for publication in The Avicenna Medical Journal (AMEDJ) titled “Using machine learning and texture analysis to predict significant and nonsignificant prostate lesions.” The paper was co-authored by Yazeed Alsulaiman and Metab A. Alkubeyyer. 
This study has used MRI T2 WI and ADC-map sequences to build a classifier to differentiate between clinically significant and insignificant prostate lesions. Haralick’s first and second order statistical features were extracted from pathologically proven prostate lesions found in The Cancer Imaging Archive open data source. WEKA platform was used for data analysis, including 152 lesions divided into 70% training set and 30% testing set. We believe that our study makes a significant contribution to the literature because the proposed classifier showed sensitivity, specificity, F-measure, and AUROC of 82.6%, 87%, 84.4%, and 92.6%, respectively.
Further, we believe that this paper will be of interest to the readership of your journal because AMEDJ presents multidisciplinary scientific papers describing innovative research covering the entire spectrum of medical aspects, both basic science, and clinical aspects. This study has proposed a method utilizing only T2 WI and ADC sequences outperformed the best performing method in the PROSTATEx challenges.
